      10                   MR. LONCHEK:  Sue?

      11                   MS. COOPER:  I have a correction.

      12   John Browning is down as an associate member, and he

      13   is actually a full member.

      14                   MR. LONCHEK:  So noted.

      15                   MS. COOPER:  Also I have Anita

      16   Baldwin who left a message to be excused last time.

      17   And I did not recieve the message at the last

      18   meeting.

      19                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  Thank you.

      20   Treasurer's Report, Eric?

      21                   MR. ENGLISH:  As of February 28th we

      22   have in our checking account $944.79, money market

      23   $40,227.80 and savings $5.
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       1                   MR. LONCHEK:  Anybody have any

       2   questions for Eric?

       3                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

       4                   MR. LONCHEK:  All right.  If not,

       5   we'll entertain a motion that the Treasurer's Report

       6   be approved?

       7                   MR. OSBORN:  So moved.

       8                   MR. LONCHEK:  Second?

       9                   MR. FARAONE:  So moved.

      10                   MR. LONCHEK:  A motion has been made

      11   and seconded that we accept the Treasurer's Report as

      12   presented to us.  All those in favor say aye?

      13                  (WHEREUPON, all Members responded with

      14             ayes.)

      15                   MR. LONCHEK:  Opposed?

      16                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

      17                   MR. LONCHEK:  So carried.  Any

      20                   MR. LONCHEK:  Standing Committee

      21   Reports.  REMAC, Dr. DeTraglia?

      22                   DR. DETRAGLIA:  REMAC met this

      23   evening.  There were several issues.  The protocols

       1   are being presented to SEMAC at their next meeting in

       2   May.  We have had to make some adjustments to the

       3   protocols, but nothing major.  And those will be

       4   presented at that meeting.  We will not attempt to

       5   change our protocols and represent them to the state

       6   fearing that that will get us in to the fall, and we

       7   wouldn't get our protocols discussed.  We've received

       8   a report from the Program Agency that next year's

       9   contract will be presented.  And I presume Dan will

      10   discuss that later on.  And also that Mr. Vinny

      11   Faraone is our new clinical coordinator.  Off the

      12   record.

      13                  (WHEREUPON, an off-the-record

      14             discussion was held.)

      15                   DR. DETRAGLIA:  Vincent Faraone

      16   presented seven issues that were pending, three of

      17   those are closed -- I'm sorry, four are closed and

      18   three are pending.  There was a patient who met

      19   trauma criteria and was not sent to the trauma

      20   center.  And they were taken to a hospital and then

      21   taken to the trauma center.  That has been addressed.

      22   A new radio system is up and running.  Mr. Faraone

      23   can monitor calls from his office; is that correct,
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       1   Vinny?

       2                   MR. FARAONE:  That's correct.

       3                   DR. DETRAGLIA:  CQI indicators will

       4   still be followed, but Vinny has added some changes.

       5   That will be discussed.  There is a new policy which

       6   requires your attention.  And I will read it and then

       7   submit it for the minutes, it says, "with the

       8   completion of a one-year study on the elimination

       9   diversion the Midstate REMAC has voted to make a no

      10   diversion policy permanent with the exception of a

      11   disaster, for instance, fire, HAZ-MAT, Midstate

      12   Emergency Department shall not divert ambulances.

      13   Resource will continue to rotate patients with no

      14   requests, correction patients, and involuntary MHL

      15   patients.  In the event of a diaster resource will

      16   notify all emergency departments in the region, the

      17   911 Centers, and the higher called volume agencies.

      18   When the closest facility is able to accept the

      19   ambulances, the resource operator will make the

      20   necessary notifications."  And that's submitted for

      21   your consideration.  There was a long discussion of

      22   the mental health issues 945 and 955.  These are

      23   patients that have been seen in a clinic or a
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       1   doctor's office, and it was requested that the

       2   patient be brought to the facility of the physician's

       3   choice for whatever reason.  One of the examples

       4   given was a patient on dialysis who has mental health

       5   problems and should be brought to an appropriate

       6   facility for his dialysis, which makes sense to all

       7   of us.  And what resource has been doing is taking

       8   those patients out of rotation and then backfilling.

       9   This has been referred to the 941 Committee since it

      10   was their initial recommendation standard that these

      11   patients are not to be rotated.  The protocols were

      12   reviewed and carried out.  And we had two sets of

      13   suggestions one from Paul Taylor and one from Dr.

      14   Jastremski.  And we will readjust, and we have

      15   discussed the protocols.  Again, that will be --

      16   those will be presented as typographical errors to

      17   avoid delays in getting our protocols accepted.

      18   Westernville Fire Department has upgraded to ALS.

      19   There is a required application to the state.

      20   Approval of CME and credit hours.  From the SEMAC,

      21   the American Heart Association upgrades were

      22   discussed, and the SEMAC has decided -- the SEMAC in

      23   their infinite wisdom, has decided that these will be
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       1   acceptable since they are national standards.  And we

       2   in New York State will approve them.  It is likely

       3   that these will be approved and marched out on May

       4   1st, and the training will then take place starting

       5   in the fall.  Our protocols have the old American

       6   Heart Association standards.  And we'll upgrade as

       7   they become available.  They are some very

       8   interesting changes, which I'm sure you'll become

       9   familiar with.  The question of 12-lead acquisition

      10   by basic EMT in a new development in STEMI centers.

      11   Some of them have to acquire the data for 12-lead.

      12   And the question that has been somewhat contentious

      13   at the SEMAC is that a basic should not acquire the

      14   EKG even though we can teach them to do it.  It would

      15   be easy.  And this is because that person may attempt

      16   to read the EKG and interpret the EKG, and that puts

      17   them in a precarious position.  The other

      18   consideration was cost.  And Phyllis Ellis, I

      19   believe, is on the committee, to help us get all of

      20   this paid for.

      21                   MS. ELLIS:  Actually do you want to

      22   know what the results were at the last meeting?

      23                   DR. DETRAGLIA:  Yes.
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       1                   MS. ELLIS:  All of the committees at

       2   the state level whether it was SEMAC or training

       3   education, finance, everyone was charged with the

       4   charge of -- as they did at the last meeting, to

       5   collect data as to who in the state has the machinery

       6   or the technology to actually do it.  The worse case

       7   scenario for each region, what it would cost for

       8   training, what it would cost for equipment.  And

       9   obviously the education staff that has to do that.

      10   Facilities, hospital facility and whether or not they

      11   have the ability to accept the transmission.  All the

      12   fees complying their data for the state council

      13   chairman.  Obviously, we don't have the results yet,

      14   but this is one piece of it.  As we get that

      15   information I'll bring it back here.  But I think the

      16   consensus as the underlying thought is that obviously

      17   this is something that will have to occur down the

      18   line when the STEMI center does -- (inaudible).  I

      19   don't know if this will go away.  This is trying to

      20   figure out how we can go about accomplishing it at an

      21   EMS level.  Is Vinny here?

      22                   MR. FARAONE:  Yes.

      23                   MS. ELLIS:  Would you say that was
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       1   sort of the analysis?

       2                   MR. FARAONE:  Exactly.  The STEMI

       3   center is going to be the issue here.

       4                   DR. DETRAGLIA:  I have nothing else.

       5                   MS. ELLIS:  Thank you.

       6                   MR. LONCHEK:  Anybody have any

       7   questions?

       8                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

       9                   MR. LONCHEK:  If not, we'll move on

      10   to Executive, Sue?

      11                   MS. COOPER:  The Executive Board met

      12   tonight members present were Stan Lonchek, John

      13   DeTraglia, Dan Broedel, Bob Sturdevant, Vinny

      14   Faraone, Ron Simons, Phyllis Ellis, Bill Vineall, Sue

      15   Cooper.  We reviewed the REMSCO agenda and everything

      16   will be brought to the REMSCO meeting.  One thing

      17   that I would like to add there was -- we're again

      18   faced with the dilemma of encouraging people to

      19   submit names for the -- at the state level and at our

      20   local banquet this year.  And the other one is that

      21   Dan Broedel will check with New York State in regards

      22   to requirements that are associated with

      23   documentation of the meetings, and what the legal
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       1   issues are with that.  And that's it.  I have nothing

       2   else.

       3                   MR. LONCHEK:  Anybody have any

       4   questions?

       5                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

       6                   MR. LONCHEK:  If not, Ambulance, Bob

       7   Sturdevant?

       8                   MR. STURDEVANT:  We met.  And

       9   Columbia Litchfield Fire Department has applied for a

      10   transfer of ownership.  And we had asked them for a

      11   response to their application.  There were some

      12   things that were missing.  And up to this date we

      13   have not gotten any response back yet, so that one is

      14   still on hold.  For the volunteer fire department in

      15   Westernville, New York their application for a CON,

      16   for an ALS service has come back with all the things

      17   that we asked them to correct, being corrected and

      18   the committee has -- is bringing a seconded motion to

      19   this body to approve that application pending

      20   approval of DOH's report on their fitness and

      21   competency.  So I bring that to the organization.  At

      22   which point if it's approved, then it will be

      23   forwarded to the state.
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       1                   MR. LONCHEK:  We will vote on that

       2   under New Business.  Education, Ron?

       3                   MR. SIMONS:  I attended the state

       4   education training committee in March.  They've got

       5   several tags that are still blank.  One of them is to

       6   try and streamline the pilot program.  They spoke to

       7   myself and Jim Boccardo as members of to try and cut

       8   a uniform pilot program throughout the state just to

       9   make sure we're also on the same page.  Also one of

      10   the things that -- there's a problem that came up and

      11   I know it's not a localized problem -- at least not

      12   that I've heard of, is that letting providers -- our

      13   non-students do things -- basic procedures inside of

      14   hospitals.  And it's a really big problem in some

      15   parts of the state.  There's a group working on that.

      16   Other issues that came up from the staff report,

      17   which doesn't make much difference for most people in

      18   this room, but they're really asking to send the

      19   student applications in a lot sooner when you run

      20   them in class.  So if you know -- if anyone knows

      21   anyone in the class, remind them and have them ask

      22   their instructor to get the applications in so

      23   there's more time on that.  The state is getting
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       1   overwhelmed with everything at the last minute.  The

       2   less that we read about the people who sign the

       3   applications that shouldn't.  That there's an

       4   application -- a student application that's not

       5   signed.  It takes quite a while to straighten that

       6   out.  Also discussion on the actual test and exams

       7   themselves.  Who can look at them, and who can't

       8   after class -- after the exam was given at the local

       9   there.  In the old days the instructor could sit down

      10   and actually look at the exam afterwards -- after the

      11   students completed it.  They are really stopping that

      12   now because they actually had an exam that was

      13   stolen.  So they are really cracking down on that.

      14   Gloria Hale (phonetic) who is the coordinator of the

      15   pediatric program is -- she had five roll outs

      16   throughout the state, 228 providers attended the roll

      17   out as opposed to the one in Syracuse, which was

      18   during a blizzard, so it was very poorly attended,

      19   very few people made that.  As far as locally just

      20   putting together the roll outs for the new protocols.

      21   Questions from anyone?

      22                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

      23                   MR. SIMONS:  Thank you.
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       1                   MR. LONCHEK:  Oversight, Phyllis

       2   Ellis?

       3                   MS. ELLIS:  There has been no

       4   meeting.

       5                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  Public

       6   Relations, Vinny?

       7                   MR. FARAONE:  We have -- as everybody

       8   knows the banquet is coming up on May 19th.  The

       9   invitations should have gone out.  Chris has been

      10   working diligently at that.  We don't have a lot of

      11   nominations for the awards, so please, please go back

      12   and get award nominations from your people.  I talk

      13   about that all the time.  We just don't have a lot of

      14   nominations.  So please encourage your providers to

      15   give us some nominations.

      16                   MR. LONCHEK:  Chris says she has

      17   tickets for the banquet here tonight.

      18                   MR. FARAONE:  We had to raise it to

      19   $12 because the cost of everything has gone up.  But

      20   it's still well worth it.  Anybody who has been there

      21   knows it's well worth a $12 night out.  We're working

      22   on shirts again and some other things and hoping to

      23   have 350 people again.  So please encourage everybody
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       1   and please do it early for poor Chris.  I mean I want

       2   to cancel because you have ten tickets sold the week

       3   before the banquet, and I have to give them a number

       4   in order to get that whole building.  So please

       5   encourage your providers.  It's all agencies that are

       6   buying these tickets, so get them in early, please.

       7   Talk about it at your next meeting.  Buy the tickets.

       8   Last year we had to turn people away.  We didn't want

       9   to do that, but we had to.  So please encourage

      10   everybody to buy the tickets from Chris.  Chris

      11   worked hard on these tickets.  Okay.  Call of the

      12   month we have -- this is another one.  We don't get a

      13   lot of these.  I got a couple of them.  I got a

      14   couple of phone calls about these great calls, but

      15   nobody sent me anything so I can't bring them up.  I

      16   do have a good one from Morrisville Fire Department

      17   and CVAC Ambulance, and it was back in February.  And

      18   it was an overdose.  A twenty-one year old who

      19   decided to see what would happen if she licked some

      20   type of a patch, probably a morphine patch.  But what

      21   happens is you go down.  No response.  Her GCS were

      22   four when Morrisville Fire Department got there.

      23   They had like thirteen people on the call, which that
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       1   in itself is terrific.  They had a bunch of apparatus

       2   there.  And actually I talked to -- I talked to CVAC,

       3   and they give high accolades to Morrisville Fire

       4   Department.  And what a great job Morrisville Fire

       5   Department did before they got there.  They gave the

       6   person Narcan.  She's up and talking by the time they

       7   got her to the hospital.  So it was really a good

       8   call, patient care was good, documentation was good,

       9   so it's Morrisville Fire Department Rescue and CVAC

      10   Ambulance for the call of the month for February.  Is

      11   there anything else, Sue?

      12                   MS. COOPER:  No.

      13                   MR. FARAONE:  I guess not.  That's

      14   it.

      15                   MR. LONCHEK:  Ad Hoc Committees.

      16   Trauma, Fil Talerico?

      17                   MS. TALERICO:  Yeah.  I've just got

      18   some advanced flyers for our Trauma Conference on

      19   June 2nd.  The speakers look good.  And we'll be

      20   sending out the registration brochures next month.

      21   Thank you.

      22                   MR. LONCHEK:  Membership, Jack?

      23                   MR. KUNKEL:  Nothing.
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       1                   MR. LONCHEK:  CISM, Sue Cooper?

       2                   MS. COOPER:  Yes.  I would publicly

       3   like to thank Jim Boccardo, Ron Simons, Lawrence

       4   Wood, and Mark Kohlbrenner for helping out on

       5   February 27th.  The committee itself pulled together

       6   extremely well.  Alvord worked with -- for instance,

       7   mental health.  But these men were really

       8   instrumental in getting right out there right away

       9   and talking to the providers.  So I personally thank

      10   you all.

      11                   MR. LONCHEK:  PAD, Vinny?

      12                   MR. FARAONE:  There's a new PAD site,

      13   the Herkimer Resource Center.  And there are a couple

      14   of applications pending.  They sent them in, but they

      15   sent them in on the wrong form.  There is a PAD form

      16   on the website.  It's very simple.  You go to the

      17   website, you fill out the form and you send us the

      18   original -- you print it out and send us the

      19   original.  They just sent us the wrong form, so there

      20   are two more places.  We'll have those soon.  One is

      21   in Rome and the other is at the health club here in

      22   the city.  But the one that has been approved is the

      23   Herkimer Resource Center.  And Whitesboro Fire
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       1   Department was just approved for the use of

       2   Epinephrine pens.

       3                   MR. LONCHEK:  County Reports.

       4   Madison County, Bob?

       5                   MR. STURDEVANT:  The only thing that

       6   I guess I've got to say is that we have finally broke

       7   the ice and the barriers, and we're in the process of

       8   doing a study and getting a new radio system.  A

       9   complete radio system for the fire, police and

      10   ambulance.  And we're probably -- from what they're

      11   saying, we're probably four years away from it going

      12   in to operation.  But the money is -- all of a sudden

      13   the money has appeared and for a lot of reasons.  And

      14   it looks like we've finally won our battle.  But,

      15   boy, I'll tell you it's taken a long time.  And we'll

      16   probably be up in the 400 range.

      17                   MR. LONCHEK:  Any questions for Bob?

      18                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

      19                   MR. LONCHEK:  Herkimer, Bob

      20   Vanderwalker?

      21                   MR. VANDERWALKER:  As of May 4th

      22   we're going to have a new dispatch policy for

      23   transporting agencies in Herkimer County.  We issued
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       1   a challenge a few months ago to all the ambulance

       2   corps in the county to come up with a workable

       3   policy.  They did a heck of a job.  They all worked

       4   together.  There was a hundred percent participation.

       5   So as of May 1st we're going to -- what we call

       6   modify systems status, where the corps will report at

       7   eight in the morning to the dispatch center if they

       8   have a crew and the level of care.  If they don't

       9   call in, they're going to be marked off as not having

      10   a crew.  And we call it modify because there are

      11   some -- certain corps that we're not going to require

      12   that of.  Also we're saving another minute off of the

      13   time allowed to get a crew together.  It's done in

      14   three minutes.  At three minutes it will be rolled

      15   out to the next known service.  We will not phone

      16   anybody for a mutual aid or back up as they call it.

      17   Unless it's a known -- unless they have a crew that

      18   is available.  If there are no back ups that are

      19   available for that particular mutual aid plan, we

      20   will automatically go to one of three commercial

      21   ambulances that being Rural Metro, Edwards or Kunkel.

      22   We split the southern part of the county in to three

      23   sectors.  And those have been assigned a coverage
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       1   area in the event that none of the mutual aid units

       2   have called in, and that will automatically go right

       3   to commercial ambulance.  So we feel that they did a

       4   great job coming up with that.  Everybody worked

       5   together, and hopefully it will solve some of these

       6   long waits we have to get a crew on the road.

       7                   MR. SIMONS:  If I can just add

       8   something to that, Bob, just to make sure that people

       9   don't look at this the wrong way.

      10                   MR. VANDERWALKER:  Sure.

      11                   MR. SIMONS:  The home agency will be

      12   toned initially regardless whether they call in with

      13   a crew or not.  The home agency will get toned that

      14   person will -- three minutes later -- if they don't

      15   answer within that first three minute window, the --

      16   based on the agency's mutual aid plan that already

      17   exists through this organization, they're going to

      18   look at the mutual aid plan and pick the next

      19   available agency based on that mutual aid plan.  It

      20   may be the fourth one down, but it might have been

      21   the only one that called in and said it was available

      22   that day.  So really it's not changing anything on

      23   the home agency at all.  It's just taking what we
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       1   have already got and made it better.

       2                   MR. VANDERWALKER:  We're trying to

       3   get away from that toning out two or three different

       4   corps until we find one that has a crew.  And we

       5   think that will save a lot of valuable time.  We had

       6   Kunkel today or yesterday?

       7                   MR. KUNKEL:  Yesterday.

       8                   MR. VANDERWALKER:  Yesterday.  We had

       9   Kunkel twice in Herkimer yesterday because we could

      10   not find a crew in the valley.

      11                   MR. KUNKEL:  And we thank you.

      12                   MR. LONCHEK:  Paul, Oneida County?

      13                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  We had a short

      14   meeting last week.  Basically what we did was a

      15   presentation to the emergency -- the county emergency

      16   services committee.  And there were three county

      17   legislators who attended the meeting.  And the

      18   presentation was about the past, present and the

      19   future of EMS as we see it in Oneida County today.

      20   And it was very well received.  They had lots of

      21   questions afterward.  It was a nice short meeting.

      22   And we were all pretty proud with how the results

      23   were.  Within the next couple of months we will see

       3                   MR. LONCHEK:  SEMSCO Report, Vinny?

       4                   MR. FARAONE:  A couple of things.

       5   The director's report the pilot project.  There have

       6   been some questions about that.  That's going to

       7   stay.  They're going to continue the pilot project.

       8   Intermediates are going to stay.  There's been some

       9   talk about intermediates going away.  They're not

      10   going away.  They're going to stay.  And the state is

      11   looking at maybe changing the requirements for CME's

      12   for the regular providers, you know, the guys that do

      13   this every day for a living probably shouldn't have

      14   to do as many CME's as maybe somebody who does it

      15   once a month, you know.  The state is looking at

      16   that.  They don't know what the answer is yet.

      17                   MR. OSBORN:  The ones that do it for

      18   a living, Vinny?

      19                   MR. FARAONE:  What's that?

      20                   MR. OSBORN:  The ones that do it for

      21   a living?

      22                   MR. FARAONE:  People that do it every

      23   day.
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       1                   MR. OSBORN:  You said for a living.

       2                   MR. LOUCKS:  No, he didn't.  He said

       3   every day.

       4                   MR. OSBORN:  He said for a living.

       5                  (WHEREUPON, all Members were

       6             interjecting one another.)

       7                   MR. FARAONE:  That's why I didn't say

       8   professional.  How about the ones who do a high call

       9   volume?

      10                   MR. OSBORN:  There you go.

      11                   MR. FARAONE:  EMS staff report

      12   they're looking at some kind of regionalization to

      13   try and save fire and EMS services because money is

      14   always becoming an issue.  The Trauma Advisory

      15   Committee that's a good thing.  They're still trying

      16   to get money for that.  This bird flu thing the state

      17   is going to get involved in it.  They're putting

      18   together a plan.  The state plan is like three or

      19   four hundred pages, but they're going to send out a

      20   little flyer to everybody, what to be aware of, what

      21   to look for, you know, what kind of -- anything by

      22   mouth that you should be wearing.  State wide EMS

      23   plan by year's end they have promised us.  There are
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       1   also brochures coming out on meth labs.  I don't know

       2   if they're out yet.  Meth labs are becoming a very

       3   big deal in this state.  There will be in the

       4   brochure how to recognize meth labs.  As you know as

       5   mandatory reporters if you go and you suspect a meth

       6   lab and there's a stuffed animal there or something,

       7   we have to assume there are children there, and you

       8   need to act as our mandatory reporters and report

       9   that to the child protection that there may be a

      10   child in the house that looks like a meth lab.  Okay.

      11   EMS for kids that got awarded a three-year extension,

      12   so that's a good thing.  Defibrillation -- don't be

      13   surprised when you go to these houses, more and more

      14   physicians are giving permission to their patients to

      15   have an AED in their house.  So the cost of AEDs has

      16   come way down, so more and more people are going to

      17   have these in their homes.  So don't be surprised

      18   once you get there and the patient has been

      19   defibrillated (sic).  Okay.  EMS awareness is coming

      20   up May 17th.  It's a nice program.  It's in Albany.

      21   Everybody is welcomed.  We're going to go from the

      22   training center, program agency.  Vital Signs is

      23   October 20th through 22nd.  It's going to be in
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       1   Syracuse.  In our hometown again so that's a good

       2   thing.  Licensure, there's a tag looking trying to

       3   get EMS providers licensed, paramedics licensed so we

       4   don't have to through the recertification every three

       5   years.  The problem is DOH verses the department of

       6   education.  Let's see what else can I tell you guys.

       7   They accepted the AHA guidelines for PAD.  Trauma

       8   care.  They accepted the AHA guidelines for BLS, CPR

       9   and AED training.  They both passed.  BLS providers

      10   are to give -- oh, that's the new thing.  BLS

      11   providers are now will be able to give aspirin to

      12   patients suspected of having an MI.  And, of course,

      13   if they've got a GI bleed or an allergy or if they're

      14   taking aspirin every day, they won't get it.  They

      15   follow the protocol.  Phyllis talked to you about the

      16   financial impact of the 12-lead for everybody.  Let's

      17   see.  The awards deadline.  Oh, yeah.  Our thing --

      18   our banquet -- our awards they go to the state.  So

      19   not only will you get recognized here, but we send

      20   them to the state.  And I think one year Eric got a

      21   letter from the state thank you -- thanks, but no

      22   thanks.  But at least he got a letter.  That's more

      23   than I ever got.
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       1                  (WHEREUPON, all Members responded with

       2             laughter.)

       3                   MR. SIMONS:  There have been two

       4   people from this region that have won at the state

       5   level, Rosie Flansburgh (phonetic), a nurse from

       6   Herkimer County at Little Falls Hospital, and Robert

       7   Sterling a BLS provider of the year from Oneida

       8   County the same year.

       9                   MR. FARAONE:  EMS week is May 14th

      10   through the 20th.  Oh, here's something.  We're

      11   doing -- at the state level we're doing -- there's a

      12   new -- we're in the process of trying to create a new

      13   QA manual.  And I talked about this when I did my CQI

      14   meetings.  CQI is not a bad thing, you know.  And

      15   we've got to convince all of the providers that CQI

      16   is a good thing.  We talked about this at the CQI

      17   meeting, you know.  And the new manual will be user

      18   friendly.  It's going to be a positive thing.  And

      19   we're looking at these things to try and improve the

      20   system not necessarily that you did something wrong.

      21   So what I was telling people at the CQI meeting is

      22   that if you get one of those letters from me, don't

      23   look at it as something bad.  Look at it as your
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       1   opportunity to prove to me that you are the best

       2   provider in the county, you know.  And often times --

       3   just look at all the lawsuits there are in the state

       4   and in the country, you know.  Just because somebody

       5   says you did something wrong doesn't necessarily mean

       6   you did something wrong.  And as far as midstate is

       7   concerned and Dr. DeTraglia you're innocent until

       8   proven guilty.  So don't look at that as a bad thing,

       9   and the state is looking at it the same way.  The new

      10   manual will be coming soon.  Best practices, the

      11   state is doing best practices.  That's something that

      12   we also put on the website.  We got a new form on the

      13   website that Chris put on.  It's called best

      14   practices.  And that's what the website was intended

      15   for.  And one of the examples that we put on there

      16   was SOMAC Ambulance, for example, having a hard time

      17   getting new providers.  So what they do is they have

      18   a category called significant others.  And these are

      19   people that have no EMS experience.  And what they do

      20   is they ride as the significant other.  There's a

      21   full crew and this is the fourth person, third,

      22   fourth or the fifth person, hand you equipment.

      23   Well, next thing you know the bug bits them.  They

       1   get interested in doing it, and we get them in to an

       2   EMT class.  We sponsor them so their EMT class is

       3   free.  We've gotten some good providers that way.  So

       4   that's one of the things listed on the best practices

       5   list.  You guys have good ideas like that put them on

       6   the web.  We can use that web as an impact tool to

       7   share ideas and experiences.  9310 is close to being

       8   done.  It is actually done.  It's going to be passed

       9   at the next meeting, which is a wonderful step by

      10   step guideline for CON process.  So we'll be able to

      11   do everything step by step just the way we're

      12   supposed to.  We've supported the move over bill

      13   again.  And -- oh, this is good news actually.  Lee

      14   Burns always gives this directors report, and it's a

      15   very interest thing.  Last year -- they looked at --

      16   they assessed like $38,500 in fines.  They opened 650

      17   cases for criminals convictions.  And out of those

      18   they only -- they cleared 521.  They only denied 24

      19   applications in the state.  Basically it was just a

      20   misunderstanding or whatever.  But the state is

      21   working hard to get as many of these as we can.  But

      22   this is really good news here.  Last year they

      23   investigated eighty patient complaints, and we do
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       1   three million EMS calls in New York State.  They

       2   investigated eighty patient complaints.  That speaks

       3   volumes on what a good job we're doing.  Not only us

       4   as providers but us as the local CQI people.  We're

       5   taking care of our business at home and trying not to

       6   go to the state like the old days.  I just think

       7   that's great news.  Okay.  We got to -- there's going

       8   to be one more START triage.  We don't know when yet,

       9   but there's going to be one more START triage here.

      10   If you guys haven't gotten your START triage kits,

      11   you've got to come to the class to get your kits.

      12   There will be one more here.  We're going to announce

      13   it probably and put it on the web.  Okay.  This year

      14   the state is going to be giving burn packs.  They'll

      15   do the same, come around show us the pony show, give

      16   us a burn pack, give us some training.  It's going to

      17   be this year's agenda.  It will probably be in the

      18   spring or summer of this year.  Trauma Day is a good

      19   education thing.  We're also going to have an

      20   Education Day in October.  Oh, yeah, right here,

      21   October 6th and 7th.  Best practices, I talked about

      22   that.  Oh, West -- (inaudible) -- Ambulance Fire

      23   Department is applying for ALSFR.  And Deansboro Fire
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       1   Department has downgraded to BLS status.  That's it.

       2   Any questions?

       3                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  On the aspirin with

       4   basics.

       5                   MR. FARAONE:  Yes.

       6                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  Is this something

       7   that they are going to be mandated to carry on the

       8   rescues, or is this something they're going to insist

       9   that the patient bring their own medication?

      10                   MR. FARAONE:  No.  They are going to

      11   be able to carry it and use it.  It's going to be a

      12   basic life support protocol, so it's going to come

      13   from the state.

      14                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  Oh, okay.  I'm just

      15   wondering if it's going to go with glucose, oxygen,

      16   Epi-Pens?

      17                   MR. FARAONE:  I believe so, yes.

      18   They're going to carry their own.

      19                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  Okay.

      20                   MR. FARAONE:  We can now assist with

      21   Nitro and aspirin and stuff we can assist.  This is

      22   going to be -- they're going to be able to carry it

      23   and give it and first responders also, 162
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       1   milligrams.

       2                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  Okay.  Because our

       3   protocols are 325 now.

       4                   MR. OSBORN:  324.

       5                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  Okay.

       6                  (WHEREUPON, all Members were

       7             interjecting one another.)

       8                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  Thank you.

       9                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  That's it.  Any

      10   questions for Vinny?  Phyllis?

      11                   MS. ELLIS:  I don't have a question.

      12   But it's interesting that you mentioned that in May

      13   the state is going to have -- (inaudible) -- on

      14   ambulance safety and that particular speaker who I

      15   can't remember their name.  They were going to bring

      16   him to do the presentation and based on what we

      17   discussed at the last meeting here I thought that

      18   would be interesting.

      10   structured course sponsorship.  There is no change as

      11   long as you're with a course sponsor you can continue

      12   to participate in clinical skills in the hospital

      13   setting.  Education Day is coming up October 6th and

      14   7th.  We are going to try and do October 6th as a

      15   leadership or management type of day.  It's a Friday.

      16   We want to try and put together a program for EMS

      17   leaders and managers.  That's our desire.  If anybody

      18   has any specific topics that they would like to share

      19   with us, please do.  The Program Agency has started

      20   working on the REMSCO and Program Agency annual

      21   budget and template and training plan.  That had to

      22   be submitted to the state by May for their review.

      23   We're also looking at -- with the protocol changes
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       1   coming up, we're looking at the way we do business

       2   with continuing medical education and skill

       3   maintenance.  We're looking at different

       4   alternatives, different methods of doing that, of

       5   documenting it.  If anybody has any suggests, please

       6   share those with any of the REMAC members or any of

       7   the Program Agency people.  It's encouraging to see

       8   Herkimer County move in a, honest to God, positive --

       9   shortening the length of the time to get an ambulance

      10   to our providers.  We do an awful lot of studies, and

      11   we do an awful lot of looking at things.  And it is

      12   encouraging to see Herkimer County moving that way.

      13   The last thing I want to say is there are -- there

      14   are thirty people that belong to this REMSCO.  And

      15   there are ten or fifteen associate members.  Every

      16   year -- every single year the PR Committee pulls

      17   their hair out trying to figure out how to make

      18   awards.  There are 107 agencies out there that are

      19   doing a great job every single day of the year.  And

      20   for us not to have to sort through thousands of

      21   applications is wrong.  Would everybody here please

      22   try to find some EMS provider that did something

      23   right and submit -- please submit some
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       1   recommendations for some awards.  We have great

       2   people doing great things out there.  Let's get them

       3   recognized.  The fact that there's only been two

       4   state award winners from midstate that's wrong.  We

       5   have the best providers in the state.  And that's it

       6   for me.  Thank you.

       7                   MS. COOPER:  Thank you.

      10                   MS. COOPER:  David Spencer?

      11                   MR. SPENCER:  Yes.

      12                   MS. COOPER:  Robert Sturdevant?

      13                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Yes.

      14                   MS. COOPER:  Filomain Talerico?

      15                   MS. TALERICO:  Yes.

      16                   MS. COOPER:  W. Joseph Taylor?

      17                   MR. W. JOSEPH TAYLOR:  Yes.

      18                   MS. COOPER:  Paul Taylor?

      19                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  Yes.

      20                   MS. COOPER:  Robert Vanderwalker?

      21                   MR. VANDERWALKER:  Yes.

      22                   MS. COOPER:  William Vineall?

      23                   MR. VINEALL:  Yes.
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       1                   MS. COOPER:  David Vrendenburgh?

       2                   MR. VRENDENBURGH:  Yes.

       3                   MS. COOPER:  And, Lawrence Wood?

       4                   MR. WOOD:  Yes.

       5                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  We have gotten a

       6   positive vote on this, so that means we will set up a

       7   public hearing with a hearing officer and a

       8   stenographer and take public comments at the

       9   convenience of the Westernville Fire Department up in

      10   their territory.

      11                   MR. HOFFMAN:  Is that pending the

      12   department of health?

      13                   MR. LONCHEK:  Yes.

      14                   MR. SIMONS:  Excuse me.  Did we just

      15   vote to approve the CON?

      16                   MR. STURDEVANT:  We approved our part

      17   of this.

      18                   MR. SIMONS:  I apologize.

      19                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  Any other Old

      20   Business?

      21                   MR. W. JOSEPH TAYLOR:  We are under a

      22   time line now, aren't we?

      23                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Yes.
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       1                   MR. W. JOSEPH TAYLOR:  Don't we have

       2   so many days?

       3                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Yes.

       4                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  Any other New

       5   Business?

       6                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

       7                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  We need to --

       8   there's a conflict with the meetings, it's May 23rd

       9   and that's also the state's meeting.  What's your

      10   pleasure?

      11                   MR. BROEDEL:  The following week.  A

      12   week later.

      13                   MR. OSBORN:  Isn't that Memorial Day

      14   Weekend?

      15                   MR. BROEDEL:  Yeah.

      16                   MS. KOHLBRENNER:  Remember you have a

      17   sixty-day limit on your CON.

      18                   MR. BROWNING:  Then it will have to

      19   be the week before.

      20                  (WHEREUPON, all Members were

      21             interjecting one another.)

      22                   MR. LONCHEK:  What's your pleasure on

      23   it?
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       1                   MR. KUNKEL:  What about the fourth

       2   Tuesday of next month?

       3                   MS. KOHLBRENNER:  April 25th?  Do you

       4   want it?

       5                   MR. FARAONE:  Can we get that done by

       6   then?

       7                   MR. BROEDEL:  I don't know if we can

       8   get a public hearing by then.

       9                   MR. PAUL TAYLOR:  We have before.

      10                   MR. LONCHEK:  We're waiting for an

      11   answer from the state.

      12                   MR. BROEDEL:  Off the record.

      13                  (WHEREUPON, an off-the-record

      14             discussion was held.)

      15                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.

      16                   MR. BROEDEL:  This is the time line

      17   that's in this packet, "request for fitness and

      18   competency to be reviewed by the DOH, received

      19   results of fitness and competency review from DOH,

      20   public hearing officer assigned, public hearing

      21   scheduled, transportation ambulance committee, REMSCO

      22   meeting and a copy of the completed application and

      23   determination send to the DOH."  And it's in that
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       1   order.

       2                   MS. KOHLBRENNER:  So it doesn't give

       3   a time line?  I thought it was sixty days.

       4                   MR. BROEDEL:  There is a time line.

       5                   MR. FARAONE:  Isn't there a chart?

       6                   MR. BROEDEL:  I wasn't sure we had to

       7   come back and meet again.  This is --

       8                   UNKNOWN SPEAKER:  I mean how can we

       9   vote on it without a public hearing?

      10                   MR. W. JOSEPH TAYLOR:  That's it.

      11   You have to have the public hearing.

      12                   MR. HOFFMAN:  You have in your

      13   Ambulance Committee minutes what we just had our

      14   motion on, and it was pending approval.

      15                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Right.

      16                   MR. HOFFMAN:  But the agency's

      17   fitness and competency, and then you must have a roll

      18   call vote included in the application to the state.

      19   And a letter of support from REMAC that we have.  So

      20   we're out of order.

      21                   MR. W. JOSEPH TAYLOR:  It's

      22   premature.

      23                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Okay.
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       1                   MR. W. JOSEPH TAYLOR:  Because you

       2   clearly can't make a vote until you've had your

       3   public hearing.

       4                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Okay.  Right.

       5                   MR. KUNKEL:  I thought we just voted

       6   to accept the application.  I'm sorry.

       7                   MR. W. JOSEPH TAYLOR:  We were just

       8   practicing.

       9                  (WHEREUPON, all Members were

      10             interjecting one another.)

      11                   MR. STURDEVANT:  We don't have to

      12   approve sending it to the state, or do we just send

      13   it?

      14                   MS. KOHLBRENNER:  No, that's done

      15   after the public hearing.

      16                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Okay.

      17                   MS. KOHLBRENNER:  Now, we have set up

      18   a public hearing -- after we get the fitness and

      19   competency back, we have the public hearing and then

      20   it comes back here.

      21                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Okay.  Laurie, you

      22   have a lot of knowledge on that.

      23                   MS. KOHLBRENNER:  Well, it doesn't
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       1   change.

       2                   MR. LONCHEK:  We cannot do it in the

       3   sixty-day period.  We can do this the Tuesday before.

       4   The 16th of May.

       5                   MR. BROWNING:  I then make a motion

       6   that we have it on the 16th of May.

       7                   MR. LONCHEK:  Okay.  Motion has been

       8   made.  Do we have a second that the meeting be held

       9   on the 16th of May?

      10                   MR. VINEALL:  I'll second.

      11                   MR. LONCHEK:  All those in favor say

      12   aye?

      13                  (WHEREUPON, all Members responded with

      14             ayes.)

      15                   MR. LONCHEK:  So carried.

      16                   MR. STURDEVANT:  I think we have to

      17   go back and rescind that motion and stuff that we --

      18   or was that in order?

      19                   MR. BROEDEL:  The motion was just to

      20   approve the application.  That's all.  We just

      21   approved it.

      22                   MR. STURDEVANT:  Okay.

      23                   DR. DETRAGLIA:  Are we going to
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       1   change the REMAC meeting to that date as well?

       2                   MR. BROEDEL:  We will.

       3                   MR. LONCHEK:  The REMAC and the

       4   REMSCO meeting are both on the 16th of May.  Okay.

       5   Eric?

       6                   MR. LOUCKS:  I would like everybody

       7   to know especially the people from Herkimer County

       8   that in the past three months myself, Dan Broedel and

       9   Joe Taylor have been working on a project.  I'll be

      10   happy to announce that our paramedic program has

      11   become larger.  We now have consorted an agreement,

      12   and we'll be teaching in the fall at Herkimer County

      13   Community College.  We will be a part of running

      14   their entire program.  We will teach the entire

      15   program down there for them.

      16                  (WHEREUPON, all the Members responded

      17             in applause.)

      18                   MR. LONCHEK:  Any other business to

      19   come before the meeting?  Jack?  Any other business?

      20                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

      21                   MR. KUNKEL:  Motion to adjourn?

      22                   MR. OSBORN:  I got it.

      23                   MR. LONCHEK:  Motion has been made
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       1   and seconded.  All those in favor say aye?

       2                  (WHEREUPON, all Members responded with

       3             ayes.)

       4                   MR. LONCHEK:  Opposed?

       5                  (WHEREUPON, there was no response.)

       6                   MR. LONCHEK:  So carried.

       7                  (WHEREUPON, the Meeting was

       8             concluded.)
